1 Before you start curling, spray heat protectant onto your dry hair for 
more protection.

to the hair tip.

When you hear the “beep”, the 
time counting starts.

7 When your curl is ready, you will hear a “beep” alert three times. 
Unwind the section of hair until you can open the clip again with 
the lever. 
Repeat step 3-7 until all the hair is curled.

2 Place it on a heat-resistant surface until it cools down.
3 Remove hairs and dust from the barrel.
4 Clean the barrel with a damp cloth.
5 Keep it in a safe and dry place, free of dust. You can also hang it with
