1 Important

Before you switch the appliance
on again, check the grilles to
make sure they are not blocked
by fluff, hair, etc.

you must have it replaced

by Philips, a service centre
authorised by Philips or similarly
qualified persons in order to
avoid a hazard.

- This appliance can be used

by children aged from 8 years
and above and persons with

This new hairdryer has been specially designed to offer you
comfortable and reliable drying at home or while travelling.

3 Using the Hairdryer

1 Put the plug in the wall socket.
2 Connect the concentrator ((1) ) onto the appliance.
3 Select your desired setting (@) to switch on
the appliance:
+ Il : Strong airflow for fast drying
+ ®: Constant caring temperature for efficient drying
- % Cool airflow to set your style
- O: off
After use:
1 Switch off the appliance and unplug it.
Place it on a heat-resistant surface until it cools down.
To disconnect the concentrator, pull it off the hairdryer.
Clean the appliance with a damp cloth.

Store the appliance in a safe and dry place, free of dust.
You can also hang it with the hanging loop ((3) ).
