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3. Steps for Installation

¢ Please place the appliance on a cool, ventilated and stable surface, away from heat sources.

e Remove the tank cap, lift the tank from the dispenser, fill the tank with pure water, put the tank
back into the dispenser and return the tank cap to the closed position. When the plug is inserted
into the power socket, the appliance will make a "beep" sound and the display panel will light up,
indicating the appliance is in operation.

e For first use, please check for water leakage, water buildups, abnormal sounds, or burning, smoky
smells when the dispenser is in operation. If any of the above-mentioned irregularities are
observed, please disconnect the power cord and contact aftersales personnel.

e For first use, clean the dispenser by discharging and discarding a tankful of water.

e Precautions: To avoid damage from overheating dry components, when the appliance is powered

on for the first time, please pass ambient water through the dispenser before dispensing hot water.

4. Instructions

Safety Lock
Before dispensing hot water, please unlock the safety lock. When the "safety lock" button is
pressed, the safety lock will be disengaged and the safety lock indicator light will turn off. Press the

safety lock and hold for 10 seconds to enable/disable the safety lock feature.

Dispensing Water

When the required water temperature is selected, the corresponding water temperature indicator
light on the display panel will turn on. After pressing the safety lock (which is automatically
unlocked for room temperature water), press the water extraction button to extract water of the
corresponding temperature. Press the button again to stop releasing water.

Precaution: Do not reach under the faucet when extracting hot water to avoid being scalded.

One-Button Emptying

Press the water extraction button and hold for 5 seconds to empty the dispenser of all its water.
Precaution: Please prepare a container of volume greater than 2L to collect water during the
one-button emptying operation. To avoid damage from overheating dry components, please first
extract a little room temperature water before extracting hot water with the one-button emptying

operation.
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Water Depletion

When water depletion is detected, the water extraction indicator light flashes.

Sleep Mode

- If the appliance is idle for 1 minute, it will enter sleep mode.

- When the appliance is in sleep mode, all lights will turn off with the exception of the safety lock,
which is always on.

- Touch any button to wake up the appliance when it is in sleep mode.

5. Error Alarms

1) Raw water temperature probe alarm
When the raw water temperature probe is malfunctioning, the safety lock indicator and room

temperature indicator will flash and the appliance will be unable to dispense hot water.

2) Water outlet temperature probe alarm
When the heater temperature sensor is malfunctioning, the safety lock indicator and 85C

indicator will flash and the appliance will be unable to dispense hot water.

3) Over-heating of dry components alarm
When there is risk of over-heating dry components, the system will disconnect the heater circuit
automatically, the safety lock indicator and 95 C indicator will flash, and the appliance will be

unable to dispense hot water.

4) Connectivity alarm
When there is an error in the connection between the motherboard and the display panel, the
safety lock indicator and 45 C indicator will flash, and the appliance will be unable to dispense

water. When connectivity returns, the alarm is released.
