- Keep the USB cable, the USB supply unit and the charging stand (if provided)
dry (Fig. 1).

- This shaver is waterproof (Fig. 2). It is suitable for use in the bath or shower
and for cleaning under the tap. For safety reasons, the shaver can therefore
only be used without cord.

- Do not modify the supply unit.

- This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above and
persons with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack of
experience and knowledge if they have been given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards
involved. Children shall not play with the appliance. Cleaning and user
maintenance shall not be made by children without supervision.

- Unplug the appliance before cleaning it with water.

- Do not use a damaged appliance. Replace damaged parts with new Philips
parts.

- Only use cold or lukewarm water to clean the appliance.

- Because of hygiene, only one person should use the appliance.

- The radio waves of Bluetooth-enabled products may impair the operation of
pacemakers and other medical devices. Consult your phycisian for advice and
keep the product at least 20 cm away.

- Only use original Philips accessories or consumables.

- Charge, use and store the product at a temperature between 10 °C and 35 °C.

- Keep product and batteries away from fire and do not expose them to direct
sunlight or high temperatures.
