This section describes how to adjust all picture
settings.

• Equalizer 
Changes the bass and treble of the sound. Select
each bar to change the setting. See also section
5.2.3 Quick access menu.

• Volume
Changes the volume.
When adjusting the volume with V a volume
bar appears. If you don’t want it to appear go to
TV menu > Installation > Preferences and press
navigation key right to enter the list and select
Volume bar off.

‡ Press navigation key up or down to select
Volume bar.

® Press navigation key right to enter.
Ò Select On to activate the temporarily display of

the volume bar when adjusting the volume.
• Balance

Sets the balance of the left and right
loudspeakers to fit best your listening position.
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• Audio language
A list of audio languages for the current
programme may be available when digital
channels are installed and broadcasted.
See also section 5.2.3 Quick access menu.
To permanently change the audio language, see
section 6 Channel installation.

• Dual I/II
If broadcasted, you can choose between two
different languages.

• Mono/stereo
If stereo broadcasting is available, you can select
Mono or Stereo per TV channel.

• Surround mode
To select a more spatial sound if broadcasted or
if available from a connected device.

• Headphone volume
Changes the volume of the headphone.
You can mute the TV speakers with ¬ on the
remote control.

• Automatic volume leveller
Reduces sudden volume differences like at the
beginning of commercials or when switching from
one channel to another.
Select on or off.

• Delta volume
Levels out volume differences between channels
or connected devices.

‡ Switch to the channel or device you want to
level out the volume difference.

® Select Delta volume in the Sound menu and
change the volume level.

• Auto surround
Switches the TV automatically to the best
surround sound mode broadcasted.
Select on or off.

5.4 Ambilight

This section describes how to adjust Ambilight
settings.

TV menu > TV settings > Ambilight and press
navigation key right to enter the list.

• Ambilight

• Brightness
Changes the light output of Ambilight.

If Colour is selected in the Mode menu you can
select a constant colour from the list or make a
custom colour of your own.
- Warm white
- Cool white
- Blue
- Custom
When Custom is selected in the Colour menu
you can customise your colour.

‡ Select Saturation first and set the value high.
® Select Palette and slide from 0 to 100 to go

from red over yellow, green to blue.
• Separation

Sets the level of difference in colour between the
left, right and top side of the TV if Relaxed,
Moderate or Dynamic is selected in the Mode
menu. Separation off shows a dynamic but mono
colour Ambilight.

• Colour boost
Amplifies the colours for a more dynamic effect if
Relaxed, Moderate or Dynamic is selected in the
Mode menu.

• Balance
Like stereo sound balance, sets the level of
Ambilight for the left and right side of the TV.
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ç Caution
To avoid bad infrared remote control reception,
place your devices out of sight of Ambilight.

TV standby with Ambilight

constant colour.

(Not available for channels with Digital text
services.)

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5.5.4 Search teletext
Quickly jump to a subject linked to a series of
pagenumbers or search for specific words in
teletext pages.

When digital channels are installed and
broadcasted, EPG is available. ‘Now and Next’ is
always available but the ‘7 or 8 day’ EPG is only
available in some countries.

With the EPG menu you can ...
• see a list of current broadcasted programmes
• see the next programme
• group programmes by genre
• set reminders when programmes will start
• set up preferred EPG channels
• etc.

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6 Channel installation

available channels have been installed.
This chapter will help you if you find it necessary to
re-do the initial installation or if you want to tune in
a new analogue TV channel.

Select the country where you are located.The TV
will install and arrange the TV channels according to
your country.

® Press navigation key right to enter the list.
Ò Press navigation key up or down to select your

country.
† Press navigation key left to return to the

Installation menu.

Step 3 Time zone selection
Only available for countries with different time
zones.

Step 4 Install TV and radio channels
Your TV will search for and store all available digital
and non-digital TV channels and all available digital
radio channels.

When digital TV channels are found, the list of
installed channels may show some empty channel
numbers.

menu.

6.3 Rearrange stored channels

To rename, reorder, uninstall or reinstall stored
channels.
