Limitations and constraints

Service name length is not explicitly defined in DVB standard. Only limitation is the size (8bit) reserved for value in SDT
descriptor that defines the service name length, this compile to 255 char string.
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Channel number or LCN can take values from 1 — 9999 as it is defined in code. These limitations are applied in the
editor.

Save — when the channel list is according with the requirements press “Save” button for saving the channel list. This
option will rewrite the open file and save it in the same location.

If you want to save the file in to another location please use the “Save As” option from File menu.

3. Import channel list to TV

Import the channel list back to TV requires the USB drive with the file channelTable.xml saved on root of the drive.
To import the channel list back to TV the following steps should be followed (make sure that Hotel mode is set to
OFF):

Note: Import of the channel table is also available in the HOTEL TV MENU.

Insert the USB key on side connector of the TV.
Enter in the MENU and navigate to Channel list.
Select the option “Import Channel list to USB”.
When the process is complete remove the USB key.
