Preamble



The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and change it. By contrast, the GNU General
Public Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to
share and change free software--to make sure the software is
free for all its users.

This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some
specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of
the Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide
to use it. You can use it too, but we suggest you first think
carefully about whether this license or the ordinary General
Public License is the better strategy to use in any particular
case, based on the explanations below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom
of use, not price. Our General Public Licenses are designed to

We call this license the "Lesser" General Public License
because it does Less to protect the user's freedom than the
ordinary General Public License. It also provides other free
software developers Less of an advantage over competing non-
free programs. These disadvantages are the reason we use
the ordinary General Public License for

many libraries. However, the Lesser license provides
advantages in certain special circumstances.

For example, on rare occasions, there may be a special need
to encourage the widest possible use of a certain library, so
that it becomes a de-facto standard.

The reason we have a separate public license for some
libraries is that they blur the distinction we usually make
between modifying or adding to a program and simply using it.
Linking a program with a library, without changing the library,
is in some sense simply using the library, and is analogous to
running a utility program or application program. However, in
a textual and legal sense, the linked executable is a combined
work, a derivative of the original library, and the ordinary
General Public License treats it as such.

Because of this blurred distinction, using the ordinary General
Public License for libraries did not effectively promote
software sharing, because most developers did not use the
libraries. We concluded that weaker conditions might
promote sharing better.

However, unrestricted linking of non-free programs would
deprive the users of those programs of all benefit from the
free status of the libraries themselves.
