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Check the packing carton to find the following items:

v Remote Control & Two AAA Batteries
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Power Cord (or attached tothe TV.
Actually, there is only one power cord.)
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(The appearance of accessories may not conform to the picture. Subject to actual configuration. )
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Install the battery:
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Push the battery cover on the back of the remote control outward to remove it.
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Put two AAA batteries into the battery compartment as shown in the figure and then replace the battery cover.
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Install the Base
Disconnect all cables of the TV.
Put the TV on its front side on a flat surface covered with soft cloth,
with its bottom side near the edge of the surface.
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Align the holes on base supporting and base, then fasten screws.

Fasten base supporting assembly to back cover
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If the base is connected and secured reliably please lift the TV and
put it on the stable and flat surface vertically Then you can connect
the cables and power on the TV To protect the fragile LCD screen
against damage please do not touch it in the base installation process
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Remove the Base

1. Disconnect all cables of the TV.

2.Put the TV on its front side on a flat surface covered with soft cloth, with its bottom
side near the edge of the surface.

3. Loosen the screw in the right figure D to remove the base assembly. In this process,
hold the base firmly to prevent it from faling down. Please keep the screw and base
assembly well for future use.
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Install the TV onto the Wall

A hanging bracket is required to install the TV onto the wall. The optional hanging

bracket shall be purchased separately.

1.Remove the base assembly as described above
(skip this step if the base has not been installed).

2.Follow the User's Manual for hanging bracket to install the TV onto the wall.
