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1. Requirements before starting the installation

Before starting the installation, make sure that you have everything you need at hand.

c. Go Store settings (Back in the root of Professional settings) -> Press OK and confirm that you want to store
the settings.
4. Power on the TV, insert a USB key in the side USB port (USB key must be formatted FAT32).
5. Enter the Professional Settings menu

pops up remove the USB key.

Any JPEG can be used for the Hotel information and triggered from consumer menu screen.
How to upload single page Hotel Info
1. Create a JPEG graphics file with maximum resolution 1920 x 1080.
2. File name: Hotellnfo.jpeg (File name is case-sensitive).
3. Copy the file to the folder “Wallpaper” inside the TV cloning data folder (Q554B\Wallpaper\)
4. Insert the USB device into the TV
5. Enter the Professional menu
6. Go to Smart Clone
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7. Select USB -> TV
8. The TV will load all settings and reboot to activate the new settings.

8. Clone /Upgrade

The cloning option is used to copy data from/to a TV by a USB stick. It contains all configuration and channel list
data,

Place a USB Memory stick in the USB side connector of the TV.

*The USB device should be formatted as FAT or FAT32.

[Clone to TV]
1. Select [Clone/Upgrade] and press OK.
2. Select [Clone to TV] and press OK.
3. The clone data will be loaded from the USB device into the TV. To activate the loaded settings, wait until
the OSD message is displayed to remove the power cord.
4. Remove and re-insert the power cord.

[Clone to USB]
1. Select [Clone/Upgrade] and press OK.
2. Select [Clone to USB] and press OK.
3. Clone data will be loaded from the TV into the USB device.
4. Wait until the OSD message returns to its earlier state before removing the USB device.

[RF Upgrade]

Instead of using a USB memory device to do cloning and firmware update, this upgrading is also possible using the RF
infrastructure. This is supported by Smartinstall (Philips Hospitality RF Download mechanism) and allows a
simultaneous upgrade of all installed televisions.

[Start Download]: To manually start a RF download action:
1. Select [RF Download] and press OK.
2. Select [Start Download] and press OK.

The download action will start and search if valid content is found on the RF network.

[IP Upgrade]

Instant initial clone:

A TV out of the box will trigger the software upgrade and instant initial cloning. Before connecting the power cord
and power on the TV, insert the USB key with latest software version and cloning data. After power on, the TV will
search on the USB key for software and cloning files. When the software upgrade is complete, the TV will reboot and
start the instant initial cloning. After power down you can remove the USB key and power on the TV to check the
result of the cloning and also check the correct functionality of the TV (e.g: Welcome message, welcome logo,
starting channel, startup volume).

9. Feature settings

[Multi RC]

This function allows that up to four televisions can be installed in a room whereas every TV will listen to its own RC.
Once the TV is set, also every RC can be set to remember its connected TV:
[Off] Multi RCis turned off; all TVs will listen to a ‘blue’ RC.
The TV will listen to a ‘blue’ RC. Press and hold both the menu and blue button on the RC for about five
seconds to change the color of the remote.
[Green] The TV will listen to a ‘green’ RC. Press and hold both the menu and green button on the RC for
about five seconds to change the color of the remote.
[Yellow] The TV will listen to a ‘yellow’ RC. Press and hold both the menu and yellow button on the RC for
about five seconds to change the color of the remote.
[Red] The TV will listen to a ‘red’ RC. Press and hold both the menu and red button on the RC for about five
seconds to change the color of the remote.
[Digit 0] The TV will listen to a ‘0’ RC. Press and hold both the menu and digit “0” button on the RC for about
five seconds to assign the remote to the number.
[Digit 1] The TV will listen to a ‘0’ RC. Press and hold both the menu and digit “1” button on the RC for about
five seconds to assign the remote to the number.
[Digit 2] The TV will listen to a ‘0’ RC. Press and hold both the menu and digit “2” button on the RC for about
five seconds to assign the remote to the number.
The same process can be applied for all 10 digits on the remote control.

Press and hold the OK button for about five seconds to check on the current color of the Multi Remote setting for
the TV and the user remote.

[MyChoice]

In this manual we will cover only the configuration of MyChoice on TV, all details about the account and credit are
covered in a different manual. Please contact your TP Vision country sales manager to setup an account and buy the
credits.

During the installation of the TV sets please collect the following information:

Room number TV model Serial number

101 32HFL5008D/10 FZ1A

Room number, TV model and serial number are required on the MyChoice website when the rooms are configured.
Make sure that all values are correct because the MyChoice website is generating pin codes based on this
information. You can gather all these details during the installation and afterwards enter them in the administration
part of the MyChoice website.

How to configure the MyChoice is described below:

1. The most important step for MyChoice is the clock. If the clock is not defined or TV doesn’t have the correct
time, MyChoice will display the following message: MyChoice is not available, please contact the reception.
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Enter in the Professional menu go to: Clock settings and configure the following:

Time Download: Automatic-RF is the default option for DVB-C/DVB-T channels.

Download Country: Define the country in which the TV is installed.

Download Program: Define the TV channel from which the TV set will download the correct date and time.
Make sure that clock is available for that TV channel.

After making the correct settings in the clock settings, go back and access the menu Feature settings.

MyChoice

Inside you will find the MyChoice sub menu with few extra categories:
[Enable]:
[Off]: Single channel map as configured during channel installation.

[On (credit)]: My Choice channel packages will be available with a pin code generated by MyChoice website
or with the help of scratch card. If you are using the pin codes generated by the website this is the correct

option to be used.

From the channel list you can assign the channels to different locked packages. In this case the channel 26 Arte HD is
assigned to locked package 1 which means that the channel will be visible only after a MyChoice pin code for
package 1 was entered.

To add a channel to a locked package just select the box from the right side of the channel and press OK, the box will
become ticked and that channel will be assigned to that locked package.

You also can put the same channel in different locked packages like channel 42 BBC1 Cl in this example. You can
configure any number of locked packages between one and five, every package will have a different pin code for

access.

Be aware that you cannot have a TV channel in Free Package and also in one of the Locked packages.
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With ThemeTV it is possible to activate a customizable user interface to select up to 15 different themes that
contains Channel references. ThemeTV can be presented on the display by means of pressing the ThemeTV button
on the RC, or automatically after starting up the TV:

[On]: Show ThemeTV on the display after pressing the ThemeTV button on the RC.

[Off]: ThemeTV disabled.

[Startup]: Show ThemeTV on startup and able to show the ThemeTV by pressing the ThemeTV button on the RC.

[VSecure]

VSecure is the hospitality content scrambling method used by the Philips Hospitality TVs. If you are interested to use
it please contact the local Philips Hospitality TV sales representative.
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10. CSM (Consumer Setup menu)

The CSM contains data about the TV software, serial number and other details. The menu can be accessed using a
standard remote control or using the master remote control.

1. Using the standard remote control: press the following key sequence “1,2,3,6,5,4”

2. Using master remote control (22AV8753D): Press the RECALL button, available only if Professional
Settings mode is ON.

Notes: Activation of the CSM is only possible if there is no (user) menu on the screen.

How to save the CSM content on USB stick:
1. Insert the USB stick
2. Enter the CSM
3. The CSM content will be saved on USB stick as a text file
4. File name example: “CSM_32HFL5008D10_FZ1A1146015773.txt”
a. Where 32HFL5008D10 is the TV model number

b. Where FZ1A1046015773 is the TV serial number
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
