TV channel issues

Previously installed channels do not appear in

the channel list:

e Check that the correct channel list is
selected.

General TV issues

The TV does not switch on:

The remote control is not working properly:

*  Check that the remote control batteries

The standby light on the TV blinks red:

*  Disconnect the power cable from the
power outlet.

*  Enter'8888.

When turning the TV on/off/to standby, you

hear a creaking sound from the TV chassis:
