The SAR limit recommended by the ICNIRP for the mobile phones used by

the general public is 2.0W/kg averaged over ten grams of tissue and, is |,6W/kg averaged over one

gram of tissue by IEEE Std 1528 for the head.

Tests for SAR have been conducted using recommended operating positions with the mobile phone

transmitting at its highest certified power level in all tested frequency bands. Although the SAR is

determined at the highest certified power level, the actual SAR levels of the mobile phone while

operating are generally below the maximum SAR value. This is because the phone is designed to

operate at multiple power levels so as to use only the power required to reach the network.

Limited warranty

| What Does This Limited Warranty Cover?

Manufacturer warrants to the original retail purchaser (“Consumer” or “You”) that this Philips

cellular product and all accessories originally provided by manufacturer in the sales package

(“Product”) are free from defects in materials, design and workmanship under normal use in

accordance with the operating instructions and pursuant to the following terms and conditions.
