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4.2 Charging methods

15.4 Fail to record audio/video

The internal storage of audio/video recorder has run out and

no recycling shooting mode has been turned on. Please delete
some of the files or transfer such files to external storage
device.

15.5 Unable to play audio or video files

The batter is used up, please charge your device.

15.6 How to respond to recorder failure

Sometimes you will encounter in the operation the problems
such as failure to power on or black screen, etc. The usual
processing method is to reset it. The position of the reset
button: open the USB cover, and you'll find a small hole in the
slot; use tweezers or pointed item to click on the hole.
