Set time

»» The hour digits begin to blink. 



3	 Press +/- to set the hour. 
4	 Press TIMER/BAND to confirm. 

»» The minute digits begin to blink.
5	 Press +/- to set the minute. 
6	 PressTIMER/BAND to confirm.
