Notes for the remote control:

— Then select the desired function (W1, I,
Pl for example).
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Setting up the TV

Press SOURCE (DISC on the remote control) to select disc source.

Turn on the TV and set it to the correctVideo In channel.
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(® To hear the sound of this DVD Player
through your TV, use the audio cables (white/
red, supplied) to connect LINE OUT (L/R)
jacks of the DVD Player to the
corresponding AUDIO IN jacks on the TV.

(® To listen to TV through this system, use a
cinch cable (not supplied) to connect AUX
IN jack (3.5mm) to the corresponding
AUDIO OUT jacks on the TV set.
