Your portable DVD player plays digital video discs conforming to the universal
DVD Video standard. With it, you will be able to enjoy full-length movies with
true cinema picture quality, and stereo or multichannel sound (depending on the
disc and on your playback set-up).

The unique features of DVD-Video, such as selection of soundtrack and subtitle
languages, and of different camera angles (again depending on the disc), are all
included.

What's more, parental lock lets you decide which discs your children will be able
to see. You will find your player remarkably easy to use with the On-Screen
Display and player display in combination with the remote control.

o Place the player on a firm, flat surface.

® Keep away from domestic heating equipment and direct sunlight.

o |f the player cannot read CDs/DVDs correctly, try using a commonly
available cleaning CD/DVD to clean the lens before taking the player to be
repaired. Other cleaning methods may destroy the lens.

o Always keep the disc door closed to avoid dust on the lens.

© The lens may cloud over when the player is suddenly moved from cold to warm
surroundings. It is then not possible to play a CD/DVD. Leave the player in a warm
environment until the moisture evaporates.

This manual gives the basic instructions for operating this DVD player.
Some DVD discs however are produced in a way that requires specific
operation or allows only limited operation during playback. In these cases
the player may not respond to all operating commands. When this occurs,
please refer to the instructions in the disc inlay. When a “@ " appears on
the screen, the operation is not permitted by the player or the disc.

Remote control operation

e Unless otherwise stated, all operations can be carried out with the
remote control. Always point the remote control directly at the player,
making sure there are no obstructions in the path of the infrared beam.

© When there are corresponding keys on the main unit, they can also be used.

Menu navigation

© Your player has an intuitive menu navigation system to guide you through
various settings and operations.

e Use the function keys to activate / disable relevant operations.

e Use A, ¥, <4 P to browse through menus.

® Press OK key to confirm your selection.

Playing a DVD disc

After switching on, inserting the disc and closing the door, playback starts
automatically. The screen shows the type of disc loaded. The disc may invite you
to select an item from a menu. Use the A, ¥, <€, keys to highlight your
selection,and press OK.

Note: Since it is usual for DVD movies to be released at different times in
different regions of the world, all players have region codes and discs can have
an optional region code. If you load a disc of a different region code to your
player, you will see the region code notice on the screen. The disc will not play,
and should be unloaded.

Playing an audio or video CD disc

o After switching on, inserting the disc and closing the door, playback starts
automatically. The screen shows the type of disc loaded as well as information
about the disc's contents.

o While playing VCD with MTV/Karaoke, press number keys(0-9) to select the
track and press Pl or OK to play the track. Press TITLE/RETURN to go back
to menu of the selection.

Playing DivX® disc

o Philips provide you the DivX® V0D (Video on Demand) registration code that
allows you to rent and purchase videos using the DivX® V0D service. For more
information, visit www.divx.com/vod.

After connecting your iPod player as described in the "Connections" section, you
can play files stored in the iPod player with DI <« / » (search
backward/forward) and e« /»» keys on the DVD player or keys on your
iPod player directly.

o To recharge your iPod player, you must connect your DVD player to AC
mains (or the car cigarette lighter outlet) and ensure: Your DVD player is
in the power-off mode; OR, The DVD player is in the power-on mode and
the current source is “iPod”.

Once the battery is running low (the power indicator will flash as a prior

warning), immediately recharge it (regardless of whether you plan to use

the battery or not) in order to maximize the battery life.

Please take out the tab marked “for 30G iPod” in the dock if you want to

dock a 60G or 80G iPod player.

It is impossible to recharge your iPod with the built-in battery of the DVD

player.

Make sure to recharge your iPod player below 35°C.

o After switching on your iPod player, set “TV OUT" to “ON" and select the
“PAL" mode. To play photos in your iPod player, you need to press P on
your iPod player. Otherwise, there will be no picture on the TFT screen
when you play video files in your iPod player. (See your iPod user’s
manual for detailed operation.)

o For photos stored in your iPod player, only the DI key is available.
