MMC
MultimediaCard. A type of memory card with
a flash memory.

MP3

A file format with a sound data compression
system. MP3 is the abbreviation of Motion
Picture Experts Group 1 (or MPEG-1) Audio
Layer 3. With the MP3 format, one CD-R or
CD-RW can contain about 10 times more
data than a regular CD.

R

RDS (Radio Data System)

RDS tuners can automatically tune in stations
according to the types of music (or talk)

they broadcast. RDS also enables a receiver
to display text messages and even graphics
(usually call letters and format information)

that many FM stations include on a sub-carrier

signal within their normal broadcast signal.

Some RDS equipped tuners can even override

with traffic alerts or emergency broadcasts,
during playback of other media - CD MD, or
cassette. There are other useful features too,
many of which are offered by the growing
number of RDS stations.

Region code

A system that allows discs to be played only
in the region designated. This unit only plays
discs that have compatible region codes. You
can find the region code of your unit on the
product label. Some discs are compatible with
more than one region (or ALL regions.)

Secure Digital. A type of memory card with a
flash memory.
