Cordless MIC

MIC automatically get connected with the
Tower Speaker System. Now your MIC is ready for use.

3. You can use MIC in all source (USB /BT / AUX/ FM)
selections.

4. Adjust MIC Volume & Echo by rotary control given on back
panel of the Tower Speaker.

5. Turn switch to 'MUTE' to mute MIC during operation.
Turn "OFF" MIC switch when not in use.

Playing through Bluetooth

2. Display shown BLUE (Flashing).

3. Pair "your Bluetooth device" with tower speaker system name Philips SPA9120B.
4. Display stops flashing, once Bluetooth device is paired.

Speaker connector not fixed properly

Large file size of high memory USB flash drive
takes longer time to read and play.

Take out USB drive insert it again properly.
Match with local frequency

While listening radio turn off TV/DVD
or other radiation source.
