Setting the clock

1 n standby mode, press DISPLAY/CLOCK button.. =
The clock digits for the hours flash.

Press 4 | PP to set the hours.
Press DISPLAY/CLOCK again. The clock digits for the minutes flash.

Press [4 [ PP to set the minutes.
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Press DISPLAY/CLOCK to confirm the time.



Playing a disc

1 Select CD source.
2 Press OPEN*CLOSE on the top of the system to open the CD door.

Insert a disc with printed side facing up and press down
on OPEN<*CLOSE to close the CD door.

Press Pl o start playback.
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Press M to stop playback.

Auto programming radio stations

1 Press SOURCE (TUNER on the remote control) to select tuner source.

2 Press STOP/BAND (on the set) or TUNER (on the remote control)
once or more to select your waveband.

3 Press PRESET =/~ (/A / V' on remote control) to select the preset
number where programming should start.

4 Press PROG for more than 2 seconds to activate programming.
