No power

No response from the DCM250

Remote control does not work

control instead of the main unit.

*  Reduce the distance between the remote
control and the DCM250.

* Insert the battery with its polarities (+/—
signs) aligned as indicated.

* Replace the battery.

*  Aim the remote control directly at the
sensor on the front of the DCM250.

No disc detected
