You should find these items upon opening the box.

1 For radio reception, connect the supplied FM antenna to the

FM ANTENNA terminal.

2 Connect the speaker wires to the SPEAKERS terminals.
3 Connect the power cord of the system to the AC power outlet.
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Setting the clock

1 In standby mode, press and hold DISPLAY/CLOCK
(CLOCK on the remote control) for 2 seconds.

2 Press PROG to select between 12 hour and 24 hour display.
The clock digits for flash.

3 Press TUNING <<« / P (N< [ PP on the remote control ) to

set the hours.

4 Press |4/ P on the set (ALBUM/PRESET +/- on the remote control ) PRILIES
to set the minutes. J

5 Press DISPLAY/CLOCK (CLOCK on the remote control) to confirm the time.
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Playing a disc
1 Select CD source.
2 Press OPEN/CLOSE on the top of the system to open the CD door:

3 Insert a disc with the printed side facing up and press down
on OPEN/CLOSE +o close the CD door:

4 Press P Il to start playback.
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5 Press M to stop playback.

Programming and tuning to radio stations

1 Select FM source.

2 Press PROG on the remote control for more than two seconds to program all available stations
in order of waveband.

3 Press |4/ Pon the set (ALBUM/PRESET +/- on the remote control ) until the desired preset station is
displayed
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Playing a USB mass storage device

1 Make sure that your MCM177 is being powered on.

2 Press SOURCE repeatedly (or USB on the remote) to enter USB mode.
The LCD display shows USB.

3 Plug a compatible USB mass storage device to MCM177’s USB port marked *<= .
If needed, use a suitable USB cable to connect between the device and MCM177's USB port.

The device will automatically power on.

4 Press P> Il on your MCM177 to start playback.

5 Press M to stop playback.
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
