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Setting the clock
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In standby mode, press and hold CLOCK on the system.

When the hour digits flash, turn the VOL control on the front panel or press VOL +/- on
the remote to set the hours.

Then turn the VOL control on the front
panel or press VOL +/- on the remote to set the minutes.

Press CLOCK again to confirm the time setting.

Programming and tuning to radio stations

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Press OPEN•CLOSE 0 to open the disc tray and load in a disc, then press the same
button again to close the disc tray.
