A Placement

Proper speakers system placement is important to 

ensure optimum sound performance.

A Connect the FM antenna (supplied) to the inner pin 

of the FM 75 � socket. (For some models, it has 

been connected in the factory.)

C Press on the AM/MW tabs and insert the wires into 

the sockets.

D  Connect the power cable from the main unit to the 

AC power outlet.
