A fi le format with a sound data compression 
system. ‘MP3’ is the abbreviation of Motion 
Picture Experts Group 1 (or MPEG-1) Audio 
Layer3. By using the MP3 format, one CD-R or 
CD-RW can contain about 10 times more data 
than a regular CD. Files are recognised by their 
fi le extension ‘.MP3’.

Multi-channel
DVDs are formatted to have each sound track 
constitute one sound fi eld. Multi-channel refers to 
a structure of sound tracks having three or more 
channels.

Surround
A system for creating realistic three dimensional 
sound fi elds full of realism by arranging multiple 
speakers around the listener.
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
