To ensure good
play quality, clean the disc lens with Philips
CD lens cleaner or any commercially
available cleaner.

No power

e Ensure that the AC power cord of the unit
is connected properly.

No sound or poor sound
e Adjust the volume.

No response from the unit

*  Disconnect and reconnect the AC power
plug, then turn on the unit again.

Remote control does not work

*  Before you press any function button, first
select the correct source with the remote
control instead of the main unit.
