Dolby Digital:  A surround sound system developed 
by Dolby Laboratories containing up to six channels 
of digital audio (front left and right, surround left and 
right, center and subwoofer).

The formats were developed by different companies.

JPEG:  A very common digital still picture format. A 
still-picture data compression system proposed by the 
Joint Photographic Expert Group, which features 
small decrease in image quality in spite of its high 
compression ratio. 

MP3:  A fi le  format with a sound data compression 
system. ‘MP3’ is the abbreviation of Motion Picture 
Experts Group 1 (or MPEG-1) Audio Layer 3.

Multichannel:  DVD is specifi ed to have each sound 
track constitute one sound fi eld. Multichannel refers 
to a structure of sound tracks having three or more 
channels.

Progressive Scan:  It displays all the horizontal lines 
of a picture at one time, as a signal frame.
