1  Press the        button repeatedly on the 
unit or press the AUX/USB, Optical, 
HDMI ARC, Pair/BT,  buttons on the 
remote control to select the desired 
mode.

The indicator light on the  
soundbar will show which mode    
is currently in use.• Make the necessary connections 

described in the quick start guide and 
the user manual.

• Switch the soundbar to the correct 
source for other devices.

• When you �rst connect the unit to the 
main socket, the unit will be in 
STANDBY mode.
