During this time, the TV
does notrespond to the remote control or TV controls. This is
normal behaviour.

If the TV continues to be unresponsive to the remote control, you
can checkif the remote control is working by means of a mobile
phone camera. Put the phone in camera mode and point the
remote control to the camera lens. If you press any key on the
remote control and you notice the infra-red LED flicker through
the camera, the remote control is working. The TV needs to be
checked.

If you do not notice the flickering, the remote control might be
broken orits batteries are low.

This method of checking the remote control is not possible with

remote controls which are wirelessly paired with the TV.

20.1 Safety

Important
Read and understand all safety instructions before you use the

Risk of Electric Shock or Fire

e Never expose the TV torain or water. Never place liquid
containers, such as vases, nearthe TV.

If liquids are spilton orinto the TV, disconnect the TV from the
power outletimmediately.

Contact Philips TV Consumer Care to have the TV checked before
use.

¢ Never expose the TV, remote control or batteries to excessive
heat. Never place them near burning candles, naked flames or
other heatsources, including direct sunlight.

e Neverinsertobjectsinto the ventilation slots or other openings
ontheTV.

Avoid touching the Ambilight* LEDs on the backside of the TV.
Never use substances such as alcohol, chemicals or household
cleanersontheTV.

e To avoid deformations and colour fading, wipe off water drops
as quickly as possible.

e Avoidstationaryimages as much as possible. Stationary images
areimagesthatremain onscreen for extended periods of time.
Stationary images include onscreen menus, black bars, time
displays, etc. If you must use stationary images, reduce screen
contrastand brightness to avoid screen damage.
