This
does not impact its performance.

Channel issues

Previously installed channels do not

appear in the channel list:

* Check that the correct channel list is
selected.
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Picture issues

The TV is on, but there is no picture:
Check that the antenna is properly
connected to the TV.

There is sound but no picture:
Check that the picture settings are
correctly set.

Poor TV reception from the antenna
